Shake the can of Spray Paint High Gloss 1055 thoroughly for at least 3
minutes from the moment that you can hear the mixing ball. Always hold
the spray can in an upright position when spraying. Spray a sample
surface and check the color. Evenly spray the surfaces twice in two
cross-spray applications at a distance of approx. 25 cm. Always start to
spray outside of the area to be sprayed and avoid short bursts of
spraying. Between spray coats, allow approx. 5 minutes to flash off at
20°C. Read the label before use.

Approx. 200 ml/m? per layer.

Film thickness with two cross-spray applications: approx. 40 to 50 pm.
Determine the exact consumption by means of a test application on the
object to be coated.

Do not apply if air or object temperature is below +10°C.
We recommend application in a temperature range between +18°C and
+25°C and relative humidity of 40-60%.

Drying (+20°C, 65% relative humidity)

Storage

Can be immediately recoated with the same material and other spray
paints. Dust-dry after approx. 5—-10 minutes. Completely dry after
approx. 24 hours. Allow longer drying times at lower temperatures
and/or higher air humidity.

Store and transport the spray cans in an upright position between 15
and 25°C. Ensure they are dry and protected from chemical and
mechanical influences. Protect from sunlight and temperatures over
+50°C.

The substrate must be solid, dry, clean, with good adhesiveness, load-
bearing and free from separating agents. Check the suitability, load-
bearing capacity and adhesive properties of existing coatings.
Thoroughly remove defective and unsuitable coatings and dispose of
them in accordance with the applicable regulations. Thoroughly sand
intact old coatings. Hazardous particles and vapors may be released
while reworking or removing old paint coats, e.g. as a result of sanding,
paint removal by heat gun, etc. Only perform this kind of work in well
ventilated areas and ensure the use of appropriate protective equipment
(including respiratory protective equipment) as required. Pretreat, prime
and/or apply the intermediate coat to the substrate, as required. See
also VOB Part C, DIN 18363, Section 3.
